ZGODOVINA HOKEJA V SLOVENIJI
THE HISTORY OF ICE HOCKEY IN SLOVENIA

Hokej na ledu je priSel v slovenske kraje ob koncu dvajsetih let prejSnjega stoletja, ko
je prvo hokejsko opremo iz Prage prinesel ing. Stanko Bloudek. V tem obdobju so, po
doslej dostopnih virih, hokej po kanadskih pravilih igrali samo v Ljubljani pri SK llirija.
Prva uradna hokejska tekma v Sloveniji je bila odigrana 7. februarja 1929 med ekipama
lirije in Kamnika, medtem ko je bila prva mednarodna tekma odigrana 21. februarja
1929, ko se je ljubljanska llirija pomerila z ekipo KAC iz Celovca.

Tik pred drugo svetovno vojno leta 1940 je na Jesenicah zacelo nastajati novo hokejsko
sredisce, v povojnem obdobju pa so se hokejskima kluboma v Ljubljani in na Jesenicah
postopoma pridruZzili novi: v TrZi¢u, Celju, Mariboru, Kranju, BreZicah, Velenju, Prevo-
jah, Vevcah, Zalogu, Kranjski Gori in na Bledu, izmed katerih so se v nadaljevanju neka-
teri obdrzali, drugi pa sCasoma ugasnili.

Slovenski hokej je imel dominantno vlogo tudi v ¢asu nekdanje skupne drzave Jugosla-
vije, Se zlasti od Sestdesetih let minulega stoletja. Slovenski klubi so v tem obdobiju, v
skupno 46-tih drzavnih prvenstvih, osvojili kar 33 naslovov drZavnih prvakov (Jesenice
23, Olimpija 8, llirija 2), medtem ko je bilo v reprezentanci nekdanje drzave, od skupno
211 reprezentatov kar 139 slovenskih hokejistov.

Zgodovina slovenskega hokeja v samostojni drzavi se je zacela v sezoni 1991/1992, po-
tem ko je Hokejska zveza Slovenije (HZS) 6. maja 1992 postala ¢lanica Mednarodne
hokejske zveze (IIHF), pod okriljem katere je, v okviru kvalifikacij za svetovno prvenstvo
takratne skupine C, prvo uradno mednarodno tekmo odigrala 7. novembra 1992 proti
reprezentanci Hrvaske. Ob tem velja omeniti, da se je slovenska izbrana vrsta Se pred
samim sprejemom v svetovno krovno hokejsko organizacijo, Zze 20. in 21. marca 1992,
pomerila z Avstrijo ter 28. in 29. marca proti reprezentanci Nizozemske.

Ob mocni konkurenci reprezentanc novonastalih drzav s podrocja nekdanje Sovjetske
zveze je Slovenija prvih pet let samostojne hokejske poti ostala v omenjeni skupini
svetovnega hokeja; vse do marca 1997, ko je slovenska izbrana vrsta osvojila kon¢no
drugo mesto v skupini C ter si tako priborila napredovanje v skupino B svetovnega ho-
keja. V naslednjih nekaj letih je bila slovenska reprezentanca trdno zasidrana v drugi
kakovostni skupini.

Prelomni trenutek je nastopil 21. aprila 2001, ko je slovenska reprezentanca v odlo-
¢ilnem srecanju na svetovnem prvenstvu skupine B v Ljubljani uresnicila sanje vsake
reprezentance — igranje med elito svetovnega hokeja.

Ob vstopu Slovenije v druzbo hokejskih velesil je Hokejska zveza Slovenije za zascitni
znak slovenskega hokeja izbrala risa, ki ga slovenski reprezentanti in reprezentantke
nosijo na svojih prsih vse od svetovnega prvenstva elitne skupine leta 2002.
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Skupno je slovenska moska hokejska reprezentanca nastopila na petindvajsetih svetov-
nih prvenstvih, od tega doslej devetkrat v elitni diviziji. Prav tako se je slovenska izbrana
vrsta Sestkrat borila za uvrstitev na olimpijske igre (1998, 2002, 2006, 2010, 2013 in
2016). Veliki podvig jim je prvi¢ uspel februarja 2013 v danskem Vojensu, kjer so se
uvrstili na tekmovanje najelitnejsSih Sportnikov iz celega sveta naslednje leto v ruskem
Sodiju. V druzbi dvanajstih najboljSih reprezentanc na svetu se je slovenska izbrana vr-
sta uvrstila v Cetrtfinale ter, po porazu proti, na koncu srebrnim Svedskim hokejistom,
osvojila konéno sedmo mesto. Na olimpijskem kvalifikacijskem turnirju v beloruskem
Minsku septembra 2016 so slovenski hokejisti osvojili prvo mesto ter se tako Ze drugic
zapored uvrstili na zimske olimpijske igre februarja 2018 v korejskem Pjongc¢angu.

Skupno je slovenska moska reprezentanca od osamosvojitve pa do konca leta 2017
odigrala 402 razli¢nih mednarodnih tekem. Najvec nastopov za slovensko izbrano vrsto
je zbral Tomaz Razingar, ki je zaigral na 212 tekmah, medtem ko je najvec toc¢k (171) v
dresu Slovenije dosegel Tomaz Vnuk.

Ice hockey sport came to Slovenia in the late 1920s, when the first hockey equipment
was brought from Prague by Ing. Stanko Bloudek. During this period ice hockey accor-
ding to the Canadian rules was played only in Ljubljana at SK llirija. The first official
hockey game in Slovenia was played on February 7th, 1929 between teams of llirija and
Kamnik, while the first international match was played on February 21st 1929, when
Ljubljana'’s llirija played against KAC from Klagenfurt, Austria.

Just before the Second World War in 1940 a new ice hockey center began to emerge
in Jesenice, while in the post-war period hockey clubs in Ljubljana and Jesenice were
gradually joined by the teams from TrZic, Celje, Maribor, Kranj, BreZice, Velenje, Prevo-
je, Vevce, Zalog, Kranjska Gora and Bled. Some of them remained until present times,
while others in time ceased to exist.

Slovenian Ice hockey played a dominant role also during the times of the former com-
mon state Yugoslavia, especially after the 1960s. In this period Slovenian clubs won 33
national championships of total 46 national championships (Jesenice 23, Olimpija 8,
llirija 2), while more than 85% of the Yugoslav national ice hockey team consisted of
from Slovenia.

The history of Slovenian ice hockey in the newly independent country started in the
1991/1992 season, after the Ice Hockey Federation of Slovenia on May 6th 1992 beca-
me a member of the International Ice Hockey Federation. Under its auspices the first
official international match took place on November 7th 1992 against Croatian natio-
nal team at the qualifications for the World Championship in the group C. It should be
noted that even before being admitted to the world ice hockey organization Slovenia
played international matches against Austria on the 20th and 21st March 1992, and
against the Netherlands on 28th and 29th March 1992.
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Faced with the strong competition from to the newly emerging countries of the former
Soviet Union, Slovenia remained in the group C of world’s ice hockey for the first five years
of its independent hockey history - until March 1997, when Slovenia placed second in the
Group C, thus winning the promotion to Group B of world ice hockey. Throughout the next
few years the Slovenian national team was firmly anchored in this group of world hockey.

The breakthrough came on April 21 2001, when the Slovenian team won the World
Championship in Group B in Ljubljana, thus achieving the dream of every national team
- playing among the elite of world ice hockey.

When joining the elite of ice hockey nations the Ice Hockey Federation of Slovenia choo-
se the lynx as the symbol of the Slovenian national ice hockey teams, which was for the
first time presented at the World Championships in 2002.

Slovenia’s men ice hockey team participated at twenty-five world championships, nine
times in the elite group. Slovenia played the qualifications for the Winter Olympic Ga-
mes six times (1998, 2002, 2006, 2010, 2013 and 2016). The big success came for the
first time in Vojens (Denmark) in February 2013, when Slovenia won the qualifications
for the Sochi 2014 Winter Olympics. In the company of the best twelve national teams
in the world, the Slovenian national team made it to the quarterfinals and, after defeat
against the silver-medalists Sweden, won the final seventh place.

At the Olympic qualification tournament in Minsk (Belarus) in September 2016 Sloveni-
an ice hockey players again finished at the top and for the second time won their place
at the Winter Olympic Games in Pyeongchang (Korea).

Since country’s independence Slovenia’s men ice hockey team by the end of 2017 played
in total of 402 different international games.

TomaZ Razingar played the most games (212), while TomaZ Vnuk scored the most po-
ints (171) for Slovenia.

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SLOVENSKI HOKEJ NA OLIMPIJSKIH IGRAH
SLOVENIAN HOCKEY AT THE OLYMPIC GAMES

Zgodovina slovenskih nastopov na Olimpijskih igrah sega v leto 1964, ko so slovenski
hokejisti nastopili v reprezentanci nekdanje Jugoslavije na igrah v Innsbrucku. Slovenski
hokejisti so pod okriljem Jugoslavije nastopili $e na olimpijskih igrah v Grenoblu 1968,
Sapporu 1972, Innsbrucku 1976 in Sarajevu 1984.

Prvi nastop hokejistov je bil sicer naértovan Ze na Olimpijskih igrah leta 1940, vendar
so le te zaradi druge svetovne vojne odpovedali. Leta 1960 je Jugoslovanski olimpijski
komite v zadnjem trenutku zaradi pomanjkanja denarja odpovedal nastop svojih Spor-
tnikov (med njimi tudi hokejistov) na Olimpijskih igrah v Squaw Valleyu v ZDA.

The history of Slovenian participation at the Winter Olympic Games dates back to 1964,
when Slovenian ice hockey players played for the national team of the former Yugosla-
via at the Games in Innsbruck. Slovenian ice hockey players took part in the national
team of the former country also at the Olympics in Grenoble in 1968, Sapporo 1972,
Innsbruck 1976 and Sarajevo 1984.

The first appearance of hockey players was already planned for the Winter Olympics in
1940, but the Games were called off due to the Second World War. In 1960 the Yugoslav
Olympic Committee at the last moment canceled the participation of its athletes (including
ice hockey players) at the Olympic Games in Squaw Valley, USA due to the lack of money.

OLIMPIISKE IGRE / OLYMPIC GAMES 1964 — INNSBRUCK

Hokejski olimpijski krst je bil leta 1964 v Innsbrucku, Avstrija. Jugoslovanska reprezen-
tanca je nastopila najprej v kvalifikacijah in izgubila proti favoriziranim Kanad¢anom z
1:14. Tako je igrala v skupini B in dosegla tri zmage, en neodlocen izid in tri poraze ter
na koncu zasedla 6. mesto. V jugoslovanski reprezentanci je nastopilo 17 igralcev, od
tega 12 slovenskih. Najboljsi igralec je bil Albin Felc, ki je dosegel 10 zadetkov.

The debut of Slovenian ice hockey was in 1964 in Innsbruck, Austria. The Yugoslavian
team first played the qualifications and lost to the Canada 1:14. Afterwards, Yugoslavia
played in Group B and with three victories, one draw and three defeats finished sixth
overall. Out of 17 players of the Yugoslav national team 12 were Slovenians. The best
player was Albin Felc who scored 10 goals.

OLIMPIISKE IGRE / OLYMPIC GAMES 1968 — GRENOBLE

Na igrah v francoskih Alpah je morala Jugoslavija najprej v kvalifikacije. Po igri macke
z misjo so bili boljsi Finci z 11:2. Jugoslavija je nastopila v skupini B in dosegla vseh pet
zmag. Ceprav so olimpijske igre $tele tudi za svetovno prvenstvo, pa se Jugoslavija ni
uvrstila v elitno skupno, saj je Mednarodna hokejska zveza sklenila, da bo omenjeno
skupino zmanjsala z osmih na Sest ekip. Jugoslavija je z 9. mestom na svetu dosegla
svojo najboljSo uvrstitev na svetovnih prvenstvih.

At the games in the French Alps Yugoslavian team had to qualify first. In the game of
cat and mouse Finland won 11:2. Yugoslavia played in group B and won all five games.
Although the Olympics also counted for the World Championship, Yugoslavia did not
qualify for the Elite Group, as the IIHF decided to reduce group from eight to six teams.
The 9th place overall is Yugoslavia’s the best placing at the World Championships.

Kot ¢lanica skupine B je imela Jugoslavija zagotovljen neposreden nastop na Olimpijskih
igrah tudi na Japonskem. V kvalifikacijah so bili boljsi Svedi z 8:1. Jugoslavija je igrala v
skupini B in na zadnji tekmi proti Svici osvojila eno to¢ko. Olimpijski turnir prvi¢ ni tel za
svetovno prvenstvo, tako da je Jugoslavija nadaljevala svetovna prvenstva v skupini B.

As a member of Group B, Yugoslavia automatically qualified for the Olympics in Japan.
At the Qualification Game Sweden won 8:1. Yugoslavia played in a Group B and won one
point at the last match against Switzerland. The Olympic tournament for the first time did
not count as the World Championship, hence Yugoslavia continued to play in the Group B.

Jugoslavija je z gostiteljstvom olimpijskih iger dobila tudi pravico nastopa na olimpij-
skem hokejskem turnirju. Igrala je v skupini s samimi prvokategorniki - ¢lani elitne sku-
pine svetovnega hokeja. Po uvodnem porazu proti Svedski z 0:11, so bili boljsi tudi
Nemci in Poljaki, oboji z 8:1, Sovjetska zveza je bila boljSa z 9:1. Na zadnjem srecanju je
Jugoslavija premagala favorizirano Italijo s 5:1.

As the host of the Olympics Yugoslavia was given also the right to participate at the
Olympic Ice Hockey tournament. Its national team played among all the first-class
members of the elite group of world ice hockey. After the opening defeat against Swe-
den with 0:11, Germany and Poland came on top, each 8:1, and the Soviet Union 9:1.
At the last match Yugoslavia beat the favorites Italy 5:1.
